Barrel “O” Ring Trick

Well, I'm sure there are plenty of things to keep a nova running smoothly and efficiently, but I've found the barrel o-ring trick to be the most significant. 

On the barrel, at the base, there are three o-rings. You will notice they are all the same size. The trick to this one is to take the outer o-rings off, and replace them with o-rings the same WIDTH, but slightly less "height". What I mean by this is that you don't want them to rub on the breech, but still server their function, which is as bumpers for the barrel to prevent the end from getting folded up against the spool valve. This will increase the "quickness" of the barrel a bit. 
Then, polish up the barrel and put some DC33 grease in there. Lithium grease can also be used as far as I know.
