B Screw both ends of the barrel together.
Screw the barrel tip counter-clockwise onto the barrel back.

C Screw the complete barrel to the marker.
The barrel back screws clockwise into the marker body.

D Attach barrel blocking device for safety.

E Ensure the marker is de-gassed.
Push and hold the POPS button and pull the POPS switch away
from the POPS body.

F Attach the preset air system.
Screw the air system clockwise into the POPS body.
G Loosen the PAL clamping feed neck.
Open the feed neck lever away from the feed neck.
Unscrew the feed neck lever screw counter-clockwise.

H Attach the loader.

If the feed neck is too tight, loosen the clamping feed neck more.

| Secure the loader.
Close the feed neck lever to secure.
Screw the feed neck lever screw clockwise to tighten.

J Gas the marker.
Push the POPS switch into the POPS body until it engages.

K Switch on the ETHA2.

IMPORTANT! To switch On/Off see page 8.

DO NOT over-tighten the barrel.

IMPORTANT! Always ensure marker is de-gassed when setting up.
NEVER use CO2. Only use compressed air or Nitrogen.

DO NOT over-tighten the feed neck. This may damage the ETHAZ2.

WARNING! VAN

Always make sure that the marker is off with a barrel blocking device installed
and that no paintballs are in the ETHA2 or loader before installing an air system.

Compressed air and nitrogen systems can be extremely dangerous if handled
or used incorrectly.

Only attach an air system certified for use within the country of use.
Never add lubricants or grease into the fill adaptor of the air system regulator.

Ensure that all screws are tightened and no parts are loose before installing an
air system.

Do not pressurise the ETHA2 without the bolt system correctly installed, as high
pressure gas will be emitted.

Do not install a compressed air system or load paintballs into the ETHA2 until
you feel confident with your ability to handle the marker safely and responsibly.




QUICK START
SWITCHING THE ETHAZ2
ON/OFF

The frame [A! houses the On/Off button [BI and the status indicator [€/.
Use the On/Off button to switch the ETHA2 On/Off.

To switch the ETHA2 on press and hold the On/Off button. Release the
On/Off button when the status indicator lights up.

On power up, if the ETHAZ2 is unable to load its previous settings it will
restore the factory settings. If this happens, the LED will flash RED (error),
then BLUE factory reset).

To switch the ETHAZ2 off press and hold the On/Off button. Release the
On/Off button when the status indicator turns red. The ETHA2 will now
switch off.

Firing the ETHA2

Pull the trigger to fire the ETHA2. If the marker is able to fire then it will
do so.

The status indicator is visible on each side of the ETHA2 and is used to
indicate a number of different things.

Breech sensor status

After power up the ETHA2'’s status indicator € will display the status
of the breech sensor (BS). The breech sensor (BS) is used to detect
paintballs in the breech of the marker.

To switch the BS on/off hold the On/Off button [B' for a second (when the
marker is switched on) until the status indicator |€ changes colour.

The table below shows each LED colour and its relevant BS status.

BS enabled. NO paintball detected.
Marker WILL NOT fire.

BS enabled. Paintball detected.
Marker WILL fire.

FLASHING YELLOW

FLASHING LIGHT BLUE

FLASHING PURPLE (SLOW) BS disabled. Marker WILL fire.

Blockage detected. BS disabled.
Marker WILL fire.

FLASHING PURPLE (FAST)

Replace battery.

FiED Marker may or may not fire.
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Battery status

2 The status indicator € will indicate the status of the battery for
2 seconds (see the table below for battery status colour information).

The status indicator also indicates the various marker parameter settings.

WARNING! A

When the battery indicator is being displayed the marker is still on and will fire if

the trigger is pulled - depending on the BS status.

Do not dry fire/shoot the marker without paintballs. Prolonged dry firing may
lead to damage/wear of the internal components of the marker.

Insert a 1/8 hex key [A into the velocity adjuster screw [B to alter the
velocity of the ETHA2.

11 Turn the hex key clockwise to reduce velocity.
2 Turn the hex key counter-clockwise to increase velocity.

3| Fire two clearing shots after each velocity adjustment for an
accurate velocity reading.

A DO NOT turn the adjuster screw in too far. This will prevent the
ETHAZ2 from firing.

WARNING! A

DO NOT exceed 300FPS.
ALWAYS wear correct protective equipment when firing your marker.
NEVER point your marker in the direction of other people when not on the field.

ALWAYS be aware of where the barrel is facing when adjusting the velocity.

The pre-travel screw [A| adjusts the distance the trigger travels before
the microswitch is actuated. Clockwise reduces the amount of travel
(shortening the trigger), counter-clockwise increases the trigger pre-
travel distance.

The trigger spring screw | B adjusts the spring strength of the trigger
return. Clockwise increases the spring strength, counter-clockwise
reduces the spring strength.

The post-travel screw | €| adjusts the distance the trigger travels once

the microswitch has been actuated. Clockwise reduces the amount of
travel (shortening the trigger), counter-clockwise increases the trigger

post-travel distance.

WARNING!

Always make sure the marker is OFF and de-gassed with a barrel blocking
device installed and that no paintballs are in the ETHA2 or loader before
adjusting the trigger.

Do not wind the screws in too far as this may prevent the ETHA2 from firing
or even damage the marker.

If the pre-travel screw is wound in too far this could cause the ETHA2 to
fire unintentionally.

To modify the ETHA2 control parameters you must first enter the
set-up mode:

1 Fully depress and hold the trigger.
Switch on the ETHA2.
The status indicator should flash WHITE.

Release the trigger.

If the status indicator flashes RED then access to set-up is denied
because the tournament lock is still on. Turn off the tournament lock
(page 31) and try again.

Once in set-up mode, use the trigger to cycle through the parameters,
indicated by the colour of the status indicator (see table below). Quickly
press the On/Off button to display the current parameter value.

PRESETS

The Preset parameter is used to quickly set up the ETHA2 to operate within the rules of the most common paintball leagues.
Simply set the Preset parameter to the required value as shown in the table below.

“

SEMI Uncapped Semi-Automatic: one shot per trigger pull with no rate of fire cap.
SEMI 15.0 Capped Semi-Automatic: one shot per trigger pull with a 15.0 bps cap.
WPBO WPBO / NXL / Millennium Series compliant ramping* with a 10.2 bps cap.
PSP PSP compliant ramping with a 10.2 bps cap.

*NOTE: At the time of writing, the WPBO preset covers both the NXL and Millennium Series leagues.

The rate of fire caps used by the presets are safe values to allow for variations in rate of fire measuring equipment.
To change the rate of fire, first set the preset parameter and then set the two maximum ROF parameters (GREEN and BLUE).

It is important that the ETHAZ2 is set-up as per factory standards
before use. To restore to factory settings, follow these steps.

1| Enter set-up mode (see page 16). Reset all of the parameters to
their factory-set default values by pressing and holding the
tournament lock button for 2 seconds (see page 31). The status
indicator will flash BLUE when the parameters have been reset.

2 Using the 1/8 hex key A turn the inline regulator screw (B 4 turns
clockwise from it’s fully screwed-out position.

A DO NOT turn the adjuster screw in too far. This will prevent the
ETHAZ2 from firing.

INSTALLING A 9V BATTERY

The ETHA2’s lock n’ load battery system is located in the foregrip and
makes changing your battery easy.

[ Pull out the bottom locking tab Al
[21 Push and hold the side locking tabs [BI.

[8] With the side locking tabs held firmly, pull the battery base [€] out
of the bottom of the foregrip and remove.

[4] The battery base has a positional diagram [B! to show the correct
orientation of the battery and terminals.

[5] Install your 9V battery ensuring the terminal position is correct [E!.

e Replace the battery base [F, ensuring the side tabs click and lock
into place.

[7 Push the bottom locking tab [G! back in place to lock the unit.

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20 FAULTFINDING

Although a fresh battery has been fitted,
the ETHA2 will not switch on.

The battery does not seem to last very long.

The ETHA2 leaks from the solenoid.

The ETHA2 leaks down the barrel.
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The battery has drained on the shelf.

The battery is inserted the wrong way into the battery
housing.

The battery type is of a low quality.

The gasket between the solenoid body and gun
body, o-ring on air transfer pipe or the gasket under
the solenoid plate are damaged or dirty.

Solenoid valve is over-pressurised.

Damaged or incorrect seals on the solenoid spool.

Damaged ETHA2 SMC solenoid pilot valve.

Dirty or damaged can o-rings.

Dirty or damaged o-rings on the spool.

Dirty or damaged bolt o-rings.

Dirty or damaged rear bolt guide o-ring.

Replace with another battery.

Remove the battery and check the polarisation of the battery
and terminals using the indicators on the battery and the battery
housing plug.

Use an alkaline or lithium battery.
Do not use a low quality or rechargeable battery.

Ensure the gasket is seated correctly.
Replace the gaskets if damaged using ETHA2 parts kit.
Check condition of the air transfer pipe 010 NBR70 o-ring.

Check the output pressure of the inline regulator

and adjust accordingly.

Clean and inspect the inline regulator assembly paying
particular attention to the piston tip and regulator seal.
Replace damaged components as necessary.

Replace and/or lubricate solenoid spool seals.
Replace the ETHA2 SMC solenoid pilot valve.

Clean and lubricate or replace 020 NBR70 and
017 NBR o-rings on the front of the can.

Clean and lubricate or replace the 011 NBR70 and
012 NBR70 o-rings on the main spool.

Clean and lubricate or replace 14x2 NBR70 o-ring
on the back of the bolt.

Clean and lubricate or replace 14x2 NBR70 o-ring
towards the back of the bolt guide.

Low constant velocity.
