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STEPS FOR SAFE SHOOTING
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STEP 1. Putting Revolver “On Safe” 'HAMMER
A.  Locate safety below rearsight, Fig. 1. Pullthe ~ PUSH SAFE 7 ..,'—'5"" -

hammer back slightly and with your other
hand push safety in from the left side of
revolver. Gently release the hammer.

'‘CAUTION: ALWAYSPUSHTHESAFETYALL
THE WAY IN. THE SAFETY IS NOT “ON SAFE”
UNLESS THE RED MARK IS ALL THE WAY
INSIDE THE FRAME OF THE REVOLVER.

B. Even when the safety is “On Safe” you
should continue to handle the revolver safely.
Don'’t point the gun at anything you don’t
intend to shoot. '

C. To take revolver “Off Safe” push safety in
from the right side. '

NOTE: With revolver “On Safe” the hammer
and trigger will still operate, but CO2 cannot
be released and a paint ball cannot be fired.
Always keep gun “On Safe” until you are
ready to shoot in a safe direction.




STEP 2. Making Sure the Revoiveris Not Loaded

Put revolver “On Safe”. (See Step 1)

In order to break the action open you must
line one of the flutes in the clip up with the
flute in the receiver. (Fig. 2.)

After you have properly lined up the clip,
press the barrel latch button down and open
the barrel. (Fig. 3.) :

First, remove the paint ball clip and check
each chamber. Then check to make sure the
barrel is clear by pointing the revolver muzzle
toward alight background andlooking through
the breech.

Replace the paint ball clip (ratchet teeth up)
on barrel. Line up one of the flutes in the clip
with the flute in the receiver and close the
barrel. Make sure the barrel latch has locked.

Don't pinch your hand or fingers when
closing the barrel.

STEP 3. Removing and Installing CO: Cylinder

Removing CO: Cylinder
A. - Put revolver “On Safe”. (See Step 1)

B. Make sure revolver is not loaded. (See Step
2)

CAUTION: KEEP HANDS AWAY FROM

ESCAPING CO: GAS. IT CAN CAUSE FROST-

BITE IF ALLOWED TO COME IN CONTACT
WITH SKIN.

C. With one hand hold the revolver by the
barrel. With the other hand turn piercing
lever counterclockwise until it stops turning.
(Fig. 5.)

D. Remove the grip cover from the left side of
revolver lifting from the bottom edge. This
will remove CO: Cylinder. Slide empty CO:
Cylinder from holding clip. (Fig. 6.)

Installing New CO: Cylinder

A. Insertthe new CO: Cylinder into the revolver

with the small neck of the cylinder pointing
toward the hammer. (Fig. 7.)
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Snap the grip cover into place.

With thumb and finger, turn piercing lever
clockwise to pierce CO: Cylinder. (Fig. 8.)

Point the empty revolver in safe direction,
take revolver “Off Safe”, cock and fire. If
revolver does nat fire, tighten the piercing
lever a little more and try to fire again. Repeat
until the gun will fire.

Return safety to “On Safe” position. (See
Step 1) -

Never use any tool on piercing lever. Over-
tightening can cause injury to you or damage
your revolver.

Note: Some brands of CO: Cylinders may
not work because the top of the Cylinder is
made too large or too small. Don't try to force
the cylinder into place or you may damage
your revolver. Crosman Copperhead CO:
Powerlets® are made to fit the Model 3357.
Other brands may be made differently.
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STEP 4. Loading and Unloading Revolver
To Load Paint Balls C

Put revolver “On Safe”. (See Step 1)
Break the action open. (See Step 2)

Make sure the revolver is empty before
reloading.

Place a .50 caliber paint ball in each of the
chambers. (Fig. 9.)

Replace the paint ball clip (ratchet teeth up)
gnd close the barrel. Line up one of the flutes’
in the clip with the flute in-the receiver and
close the barrel. Make sure ‘the barrel latch
has locked.
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To Unload Paint Balls
" A: Put revolver “On Safe”. (See Step 1)
B. Break the action open. (See Step 2)

C. Remove paint ball clip. Using a ramrod or
other similar tool, gently push out each paint
ball. IMPORTANT Never use sharp metal
tools t6 remove paint balls.

D. Check the barrel to be sure the revolver is
completely unloaded. (See Step 2)

E. Replace paint ball clip on barrel (ratchet
teeth up). Line up one of the flutes in the clip
with the flute in the receiver and close the
barrel. Make sure the barrel latch has locked.

CAUTION: USE PAINT BALLS ONLY AS
AMMUNITION. DO NOT USE ANY OTHER TYPE
OF PROJECTILE.

STEP 5. Adjusting the Sights

Move the rear sight in the same direction you
want the paint ball to hit on the target.

Elevation Adjustment: Turn screw clockwise to
move the point of impact up and c_ounterplock-
wise to move the point of impact down. (Fig. 10.)
Windage Adjustment: Turn screw clockwise to
move point of impact to the right and countgr-
clockwise to move point of impact to the left. (Fig.
10.)
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STEP 6. Aiming and Firing Safely

Always aim your revolver in a SAFE DIRECTION. When you are sure
of your target and the area around the target is clear, take the revoliver
“Off Safe” (see Step 1). Squeeze the trigger to fire double action, or
cock the hammer and squeeze the trigger to fire single action.

The paint ball may bounce off or ricochet if shot at hard surfaces. Itis
best to wear shooting glasses to protect your eyes.

Always check to see if the revolver is “On Safe” (Step 1) and unloaded
(Step 2) when getting it from another person or from storage. Don't
. put the revolver away loaded.

STEP 7. Removing a Broken Paint Ball

A. Putrevolver “On Safe.” (See Step 1)

B. Break the action open. (See Step 2)

C. Remove the paint ball clip. Clean paint ball |
residue out of the clip. FIG. 11

D. Using a ramrod and patch, clean the barrel
by pushing the patch through from the
breech to the muzzile. DO NOT RUN THE
PATCH THROUGH FROM THE MUZZLE
TO THE BREECH. DO NOT PULL THE
PATCH BACK THROUGH THE BARREL.
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STEP 8. Maintaining Your Revolver

Your revolver will work best if you oil it every 250 shots. Put 2to 3
drops of Crosman Pellgunoil® at points shown in Fig. 12. |

Tamperin_g_ with your revolver or attempts to change the gun in any
way make it unsafe to use. If you drop your gun, check it to see that
it works properly before you use it again. If anything seems chang-
ed, like a shorter or weaker trigger pull, this may mean worn out or
broken parts. Don’t use again until you've had it checked by the

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STEP 9. Reviewing Safety

Always push the safety all the way in. The safety is not “On Safe”
unless the red mark is all the way inside the frame of the revoliver.
Don't point at anything you don't intend to shoot. Always aim in a
SAFE DIRECTION. - : . )

Don't pinch hand or fingers when closing batrrel.

Keep hands away from escaping CO: gas. It can cause frostbite if
allowed to come in contact with skin.

Never use any tool on Powerlet piercing lever. Overtightening can

‘cause injury to you. '

Use paint balls only as ammunition. Do not use any other type of
ammunition. '

The paint ball may bounce off or ricochet if shot at hard surfaces. It
is best to wear shooting glasses to protect your eyes.

Always keep gun “On Safe” until you are ready to shoot in a safe
direction. . .

Do not disassemble or tamper with your gun. Send it to Crosman
Airguns for service. '

Always check to see if the revolver is “On Safe” and unloaded
when getting it from another person or from storage. Don't put the
revolver away loaded.
